The AKRITAS PLAN was drawn up in 1963 by the Greek Cypriot leadership and set out the guidelines towards achieving ENOSIS (annexation of Cyprus to Greece) through extermination of the Turkish Cypriot population on the island. 

Soon after the foundation of the Republic of Cyprus in 1960, President Makarios had begun setting up an organization responsible for achieving the 'final solution' i.e. union with Greece. 

This organization was to be led by the Interior Minister; the chief of EOKA, Policarpos Yorgadjis, and His codename was AKRITAS. 

The Minister of Labor Thassos Papadopoulos was appointed deputy chief

Makarios and his team drew up the document, which was signed ''The Chief, Akritas'' and distributed it amongst the ranks of EOKA as a top secret circular several months prior to December 1963 when the Greek and Greek Cypriot forces launched an all out attack on the Turkish Cypriot population.
The President of Cyprus, Tassos Papadopolous, elected by a majority of Greek Cypriots is the nowadays leader of the international recognized Cyprus. 
But Turkish Cypriots and their so called president Mehemet Ali Talat are not satisfied with the fact that the President of Cyprus Tassos Papadopolous earlier was appointed deputy of  the Akritasplan  and they are very skeptically against a reunification even if EU are going to be a big ”guarantee power” So what. Turkey was the only guarantee power who defended Turkish Cypriots against the right wing fascists during EOKA colonel Nikos Sampson coup 1974. Two of the guarantee powers, Great Britain and Greece refused to defend the Turkish Cypriots and the only power who defended them was Turkey.

Why should Turkish Cypriots trust upon EU if two of their members did not protect them from the Greek right wings 1974? 

Today there is a big opposition within EU against Turkey membership in to EU. From a number of states and Turkish Cypriots do not trust any union or power without their motherland Turkey.
